By analyzing data from the 2011 Census alongside contemporary sociological trends, this paper highlights how "Achieved Status" is slowly replacing "Ascribed Status." However, the study also underscores the persistence of social distance and the challenges of landlessness that continue to hinder total egalitarian integration.
