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Abstract

The shift from from teacher-centered to learner-centered instruction in Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC) has given impetus to students’ voices in education. This study adopted a descriptive design to examine how teachers consider student voice in implementing CBC at St. George’s Junior Secondary School, Kiambu County, Kenya. The target population comprised all sixteen grade eight teachers, all of whom whom participated based on purposeful sampling. Data were collected using a questionnaire and analyzed using frequencies and percentages. Findings revealed that half of the teachers often and the other half rarely considered students’ experiences, needs, and interests during lesson planning and delivery. These findings indicate inconsistency in incorporating learner perspectives in CBC implementation. The study recommends continuous teacher retooling and capacity building to enhance effective CBC implementation. 
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
