	 This research paper investigates the shifting social and economic paradigms for the Scheduled Caste (SC) communities in rural Haryana. Traditionally locked in an agrarian hierarchy dominated by land-owning castes, the SC community is experiencing a transition fueled by educational attainment, constitutional safeguards, and industrial urbanization. By analyzing data from the 2011 Census alongside contemporary sociological trends, this paper highlights how "Achieved Status" is slowly replacing "Ascribed Status." However, the study also underscores the persistence of social distance and the challenges of landlessness that continue to hinder total egalitarian integration.
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
