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Abstract

	Purpose: The main purpose of this study was to scaffold the reading readiness of kindergarten learners through letter and sound recognition using Project BEEDS  (Bracing and Enhancing Early literacy by Developing Strategies and materials). The research addressed the level of reading readiness, as evidenced by pre-test performance levels. 
Methodology: Employing a The study used the quasi-experimental method of research, teacher-made worksheets, pre and post-test to determine the frequency percentage of kindergarten reading readiness through letter and sound recognition of Gumaca Integrated School. The researcher purposefully selected 42 Kindergarten pupils as the main respondents. Frequency and  percentage were The statistical instruments employed.
Findings: The implementation of Project BEEDS revealed that the scaffolding of   reading readiness of kindergarten through letter and sound recognition were lowered the status of beginner from 86% of the learners to 17% who were categorize as full refresher with the number of 7 learners in letter recognition. In sound recognition from the pre-test result of 93%  beginner lowered to 17% with the total number of 7 learners who were in the full refresher status that recommended for full intervention to the next grade level. All the necessary data gathered were treated accordingly.
Conclusions and Recommendations: The study implies that using project BEEDS can enhance the reading readiness of kindergarten learners. This study showed a positive outcome and suggested that it is an effective program for uplifting the  learners' reading readiness ability. The researcher recommended that the materials used in the program can be used not only  kindergarten teachers but also the grade 1 teacher who has full intervention learners
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I. Context and Rationale 
 Reading readiness is the abilities that children need to develop before they can begin formal reading instruction. These skills form the foundation for successful reading development in later years. In a kindergarten setting, enhancing reading readiness is crucial as it prepares children for future academic success by fostering early literacy skills.
Children in kindergarten come from diverse backgrounds, which means that their exposure to language, books, and print can vary significantly. While some kids may have a passion for reading and good language abilities when they start school, others might not have had as much exposure to print-rich surroundings. If this is not handled right away, it may result in achievement gaps that get wider. 
The kindergarten years are critical for brain development, particularly in the areas of language and reading. Children are at this period when they are most open to acquiring the fundamentals that will help them succeed academically. Improving children's reading readiness at this age guarantees that they are prepared to acquire powerful literacy abilities. 
Kindergarten learners at Gumaca Integrated School who do not possess the readiness abilities determined by a readiness assessment frequently face difficulties during the academic year. Thus, giving kindergarten teachers more restrictions guarantees that learners get the necessary results at the end of the school year.

II. Action Research Questions
This study aims to determine the perceived impact of Scaffolding the Reading Readiness of Kindergarten Learners Through Letter and Sound Recognition.
Specifically, this study answers the following questions: 
1. What is the reading status of kindergarten learners in letter recognition before and after the implementation of the program in terms of;

2. What is the reading status of kindergarten learners in sound recognition before and after the implementation of the program in terms of;

5. What reading readiness materials made to scaffold the reading readiness of kindergarten pupils through letter and sound recognition?
III. Proposed Innovation, Intervention, or Strategy

The goal of Project BEEDS was to scaffold kindergartens’ reading readiness to prepare them for formal reading instruction. The teacher developed simple teacher made activity/ materials for learners to scaffold capability of reading. This project also conducted storytelling that foster love for reading ,with the proper guidance of the researcher, the school, and Kindergarten parents would help the beneficiaries enhance their reading capability. 
Pre-implementation Process 
· The proponent submitted a letter of request informing the School Principal about the project.
· Identify the level of reading readiness of the learners. 
· Coordinated with the parents about the project.


Implementation Process 
· Launch the Project BEEDS.
·  Preparation of the materials to be used like story books, teacher made reading materials and activities and worksheets. 
·  Discuss the learning materials used to the school principal, parents, and  kindergarten learners.
· Conduct story telling for the learners. 
· During and after lesson, the observation, and progress are recorded in a journal to document any changes or areas of concern. 
Post Implementation Process 
· Conduct a Monthly Monitoring.
· Assess the utilization of the Self-Made Activity sheets  or the learning materials for further improvement.
· Give feedback and submit an Action Plan for Sustainability for next year.
This action research focused on scaffolding kindergarten reading capability program, the Project BEEDS (Bracing and Enhancing Early literacy by Developing Strategies and materials) for the academic year 2023 to 2024. It is limited to determining the status of reading capability of the kindergarten pupils before and after the implementation  of Project BEEDS. Resources included in Project BEEDS are educational tool  supplies like a ream of bond paper, a printer, ink, individual reading notebook. 
IV. Action Research Methods
A. Participants and/or other Sources of Data and Information
The action research was a quasi-experimental method employed the paired group pre and post-test design. Kindergarten learners conducted pre-test to determine the reading capability status of kindergarten pupils through letter and sound recognition . Afterwards, the Project BEEDS was employed, which lasted for several sessions/ months. A post-test was administered after the use of Project BEEDS  as an enhancement reading activity for kindergarten pupils. The study was conducted in Gumaca Integrated School. The researchers chose this locale since this is also where the researcher is practicing her profession. There was no sampling procedure to be used among 42 kindergarten pupils as there was a complete enumeration of the said respondents.
B.  Data Gathering Methods
Prior to the conduct of the study, the researcher sought permission from the principal and district supervisor. Upon receiving the approved permit, the researcher conducted data collection and administered Pre-test before the utilization of the program and Post-test after the utilization of the program. The researcher conducted the orientation and obtained further permits for the parents or legal guardians of the target respondents. Teacher made worksheets were employed to the learners. To determined the kindergartens’ reading readiness through letter and sound recognition, the researcher administered pre-test assessment to know the reading readiness capability of the learners. Based on the result of the pre-test the researcher proposed a program, Project BEEDS to scaffold the reading readiness of kindergarten pupils. After administering and utilizing the program the post test was done to know if the reading readiness through letter and sound recognition was enhanced or improved. This was conducted during the school year 2023-2024. Data were gathered to enable an adequate statistical analysis. Calculations, data processing, analysis, and data interpretation, as well as the creation of improvement suggestions, were done.

 The data collected were based on the pre-assessment and post-assessment result. The researcher used the reading readiness assessment as pre and post-sources of  data. The primary instrument used was the Project BEEDS as the main enhancement reading readiness activity. The reading readiness activity was conducted in the School Year 2023-2024. In finding the significant difference, the researcher used the frequency percentage score.

V. Discussion of Results and Reflection
The frequency and percentage of distribution of data specified the percentage of observations that exist of each data, it involved identifying the total number of observations presented and counting the total number of observations within each data.

Based on table 1, the result showed that 86% of the learners were classified as beginner, indicating that the program was highly needed by the majority, 5% were under developing  status and 9 percent were consistent in letter recognition.

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Based on table 3, the result revealed that after the implementation of the program, 17% of the total learners were at the beginner status, 19% of them were at the developing and 64% of the total learners were at the consistent status in letter recognition.

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Based on table 4, the result revealed that after the implementation of the program, only  17% of the total learners were at the beginner status, 19% of the them were at the developing and 64% of the total learners were in the consistent status in letter recognition. 
    From the findings above, the implementation of Project SIKAP revealed that the scaffolding of   reading readiness of kindergarten through letter and sound recognition were lowered the status of beginner from 86% of the learners to 17% who were categorize as full refresher with the number of 7 learners in letter recognition. In sound recognition from the pre-test result of 93%  beginner lowered to 17% with 7 learners who were in the full refresher status that recommended for full intervention to the next grade level.
