Basic tools required for the craft include a needle-like metal tool, scissors, knives, and wooden sticks used for shaping and tightening the coils. These materials and tools are inexpensive and locally available, making Munj craft an accessible livelihood option for rural artisans, especially women.

Process of Munj Craft:

The production process of Munj craft involves several stages that transform raw grass into finished products. The first step is the collection and preparation of raw material, where Munj grass is harvested, dried in sunlight, and then split into thin strands. The outer skin of the grass is peeled to obtain smooth fibers suitable for weaving. After preparation, the grass may be soaked in water to increase flexibility and prevent breakage during weaving.

The second stage involves dyeing, where the grass strands are colored using natural or synthetic dyes to create decorative patterns in the final product. Once the fibers are ready, artisans begin the coiling and weaving process, which is the core technique of Munj craft. In this step, a bundle of grass is coiled into the desired shape while being stitched continuously with thread or fiber using a needle-like tool. The artisan gradually builds the structure by expanding the coil outward or upward depending on the product design.

After the basic form is completed, the product undergoes finishing and decoration. Excess fibers are trimmed, edges are tightened, and decorative elements such as beads or fabric are added if required. Finally, the product is dried and inspected before being prepared for sale or distribution.

Overall, the process of Munj craft is labor-intensive and skill-based, requiring precision and experience. However, the use of natural materials and traditional techniques makes it an important example of sustainable and eco-friendly craft practices.
