1.1 Definition of inclusive design
The British Standards Institute (2005) defines inclusive design as:
“The design of mainstream products and/or services that are accessible to, and usable by, as many people as reasonably possible ... without the need for special adaptation or specialised design. ”

Inclusive design does not suggest that it is always possible (or appropriate) to design one product to address the needs of the entire population. Instead, inclusive design guides an appropriate design response to diversity in the population through:
· Developing a family of products and derivatives to provide the best possible coverage of the population.
· Ensuring that each individual product has clear and distinct target users.
· Reducing the level of ability required to use each product, in order to improve the user experience for a broad range of customers, in a variety of situations.


1.2 Understanding Inclusive Design
We have defined Inclusive Design as: design that considers the full range of human diversity with respect to ability, language, culture, gender, age and other forms of human difference.
Inclusive design refers to designing spaces, products, and environments that can be accessed and used by a broad range of people without requiring special adaptation. It recognizes that human abilities vary and that these differences should be considered during the design process itself.


The main purpose of inclusive design is to reduce barriers and improve usability. It encourages designers to think beyond standard measurements and create spaces that respond to diverse user needs.

Both inclusive design and universal design aim to ensure that a design is usable and understandable for the maximum number of people. The difference lies in how designers implement the design.


2.5 Why Not Use the Term Universal Design?
In interior design, the term Inclusive Design is often preferred over Universal Design because it focuses more on individual user needs and flexibility. Universal Design is usually connected with creating one common design for everyone, especially for people with disabilities. However, Inclusive Design understands that every person is different and may have different physical, emotional, and practical needs at different times.
For example, in interior spaces, one design solution may not work equally well for all users. A child, an elderly person, or someone with temporary injury may all use the same space differently. Inclusive Design allows designers to create adaptable and comfortable environments according to these different needs instead of following only one fixed solution.
Another reason is that Universal Design is mostly linked with architecture and accessibility features only, while Inclusive Design considers comfort, emotions, convenience, lifestyle, and social interaction also. It focuses on making spaces welcoming and easy to use for maximum people possible.
Inclusive Design also encourages flexibility in layouts, furniture, lighting, circulation, and material choices so that spaces can change according to the user’s situation. Therefore, Inclusive Design is considered a more human- centered and practical approach in modern interior design because it supports diversity and improves user experience for everyone.
